Minutes

Meeting called to order by Denis “Soup” Campbell at 7:20 pm.

Denis Zabell (St. Boni) moved and was seconded by Nate Gorr (Glencoe) to accept the minutes from the previous two meetings as received via email, motion carried.

Treasures Report:  Neil still is in control of the funds as we are still waiting on 4 teams to finalize the Bar Card money from 2010.  Neil estimated that after paying the Herald-Journal for the bar card we would have roughly $2,300.00 remaining for the upcoming year.

Bill Norman –

Spoke in regards to the Crow River Review, Bar Card and League 2011 Schedules both Posters and Pocket.  Bill informed the group that the pricing for the Review Ads will be the same as before with each team granted space and requiring $365.00 from each team.  The teams are free to charge whatever they would like to their customers for those ads.  Please however get the ad copy to him by the March meeting.  As for the Bar Card if we are still interested in doing that promotion, Bill just asked that we confirm the bars that are representing our individual teams.  Aaron Schultz (Winsted) moved and Andy Lein (Cologne) seconded that we do the Bar Card again this year, motion carried.

Jeremy Stender –

KGLB 1310 AM is looking to do another 15 games or so during the regular season for the Crow River Valley League, however he must work around the Minnesota Twins schedule.  KGLB is committed to covering the entire Region 7C tournament and then following any Crow River Teams through any State Tournament Games.  KGLB is also looking to host a Hot Stove show live at the Glencoe Business Expo in February and then possibly a weekly or bi-weekly show during the season.  Jeremy will work with the teams after the finalization of our league schedule following the March meeting and set up his schedule for games that KGLB will cover.

Old Business – 

Jason Kuerschner reviewed the current contract that we have with the Northwest Umpires Association.  The current contract will expire after this season, and our fees are as follows:

The current courtesy runner rule was discussed.  At the State Board Meeting we requested (as per the state by-laws), to have an exception to the rule book to allow courtesy runners for the catcher at anytime, during regular season play.  The State Board did not grant us that request officially but in their response they said they wouldn’t punish any league for such a violation during the regular season.  Aaron Schultz (Winsted) moved and Nik Franck (Young America) seconded that our league continue the use of the courtesy runner rule for the catcher at anytime during the regular season, motion carried.

Glencoe & Brownton gave an update on the State Tournament that they are co-hosting, they are hopefully that the State Board will have the format of the tournament determined by the March meeting, they also informed us that they will be using the Diamond D1-Pro baseball for this year’s tournament.  

New Business –

Other State Board information was updated to the group from Jason Kuerschner.  Most noteably is that all teams will be required to re-sign all players for the 2011 season.

Baseballs we can order them through Glencoe and Brownton at $47/doz.  Doug Schuette (Brownton) moved and Aaron Schultz (Winsted) seconded that we as a league us the Diamond D1-Pro for this season, motion carried.  We as league members can order our baseballs through Brownton and the contact person is Doug Schuette.  He indicated after the meeting that clubs can make the checks payable to Brownton Baseball at the March meeting when they will be delivered.

Dues/Insurance/Review Ads –

Aaron Schultz (Winsted) moved and Randy Ebert (St. Boni) seconded that we have team dues of $100.00 for this year, motion carried.  As we have done the past few years, the teams will pay the league treasurer for the Insurance ($300), Review Ads ($365) and Dues ($100) at the next meeting in March.  So every team will need to present a check for $765.00 at the next meeting in March to cover these expenses.  Upon collection the Treasurer will then pay the appropriate businesses.

Region Host for 7C for 2011

In the past years we have operated under the assumption that we will have our own region tournament.  Until we have final ruling from the State Board after their April meeting.  As such the agreement is that this year’s host would come from the Crow River Valley North, the following teams have expressed interest in being a host.

Winsted, Mayer, Watertown and St Boni

It was the consensus of the group to table the vote for region host until the March meeting for teams to prepare a proposal as well has all clubs discuss in their individual meetings.  However, Aaron Schultz (Winsted) moved and Randy Ebert (St. Boni) seconded that the vote in March would take the top two vote getters and then re-vote between them only, motion carried.

The next meeting will be March 21st 7:00pm at Dubb’s in Glencoe.
