League Meeting Minutes

Meeting Called to order by South President Jim Zellmann at 7:08 pm.

All teams were represented at the meeting with special guest Bill Norman (Herald Journal) & Jeremy Stender (KGLB Radio).

Bill Norman was given the floor to speak about the Review Ads, any changes to your individual club’s ad space needs to be back to Bill by 3-1-14.

Bar Card, if there is a bar that you think should be contacted in your area please let Bill know and he will contact them and give them the information to make up their mind about participating.  Bar Cards will be handed out at the March meeting.

League Schedules – The Herald Journal is willing to again print posters with the schedule and also do pocket schedules for all the teams to distribute through out their communities.  

Jeremy Stender then spoke about the plans of KGLB to do 14-15 League Games again this year, and trying to get each team some air time through out those dates.  They are set to carry all of the Region 7C Tourney again this year except for the seating games on the second weekend’s Saturday.  He intends to also follow the teams that advance to the State Tourney as well.

February 16th, KGLB will have a live Hot Stove show to be broadcast from the Glencoe Expo, time TBD.

Taylor Schuette was then given an opportunity to update the league about his father’s (Doug Schuette) medical condition.  Doug experienced a Pulmonary Embolism that passed through his lungs and heart.  Doug is currently at Abbott Hospital recovery from this episode, he is optimistic that he will be able to come home this coming Thursday.  From all indications Doug plans to continue as the Brownton Manager at this time.

Aaron Schultz (Winsted) moved to accept the secretaries report as emailed, Adam Dammann (Plato) seconded, motion carried.

Treasurer Kuerschner went through the 2013 years financial report in detail, the league has a balance of $2,295.25 which is and increase of $345.70 from last year.  Joe Kreger (Green Isle) moved to accept the treasurers report as given, Matt Godel (Glencoe) seconded, motion carried.

Old Business:

Joe Kreger spoke on behalf of the State Board.  At the last state meeting the Heritage Rule was adopted, meaning that a player who may have moved on to a different team, may return to that Original team regardless of his current physical address.  He must fill out the player questionnaire, and be approved by the league and also get final approval from the State Board to play.

The State Tournament Hosts for the next 3 Tournaments have entered into a deal with Rawlings to use their OLB Baseballs.  There is an opportunity for the teams of the state to get involved with the deal from Rawlings with a cost of $48 per dozen.  The Diamond D1 that the Crow River has previously used was quoted at $54.50.

Brandon Stender (Young America) moved to have the league play with the Rawlings OLB during the playoffs, you may still use up any old Diamonds during the regular season, but the Rawlings will be the ball used for League Playoffs in 2014, Corey Storms (Norwood) seconded, after discussion the motion carried.

The umpire contract was discussed, this was previously approved at the October meeting prior to receiving the actual contract.  Secretary Kuerschner reviewed the contract for the group as we received it since the last meeting.

The tabled items regarding the Constitution/By-Laws regarding the arbitration committees was discussed and pointed out by Joe Kreger (Green Isle), that we may not be able to reduce the requirements for the arbitration committee per the state board.  After further discussion it was deemed that we would not do anything with the current constitutions requirements.  Other than the League Officers (President’s) have the right and ability to set the make up gametime and place as deemed necessary for the benefit of the league. In other words any protested game will not be left to the end of the season to be replayed, but will be set to be completed ASAP.

New Business:

Dues/Insurance/Review Ads – These have been set at $100/$300/$360 in previous years, after discussion we will not deviate from this for the 2014 year either.

Cologne informed the league that they will have a new manager this coming season, that being Craig Pexa.  In addition they also announced that they have Lights up at Fritz Field and are scheduling night games this year!

Region Host will be Brownton with Green Isle hosting in 2015, both parks will be visited this coming June by the Region Board for inspection and any final suggestions for the tournament.

The League Schedules have been handed out and teams have opportunity to make changes up until the March Meeting.

Aaron Schultz (Winsted) moved to adjourn the meeting, Brandon Stender (Young America) seconded, motion carried, meeting adjourned at 7:50 pm.
