Meeting Minutes

Meeting called to order by South President Jim Zellmann at 7:04 pm

All teams represented except for Watertown, this was the second meeting in a row this club was not represented and will be fined $50 for each missed meeting (total of $100).

Bill Norman was afforded an opportunity to speak about the Crow River Review Ads, Bar Cards and Poster/Pocket Schedules; the Review Ads are again going to be priced at $365.00 for each clubs’ space.

Jeremy Stender KTWN – Spoke about looking at Wednesday and Thursday’s as possible games they will broadcast as well as a number of the Sunday games.  KTWN is also committed to covering all the Region 7C games and following the Crow Teams onto State.  KTWN is committed to doing a Hot Stove show in February at the Glencoe Business Expo.  They are also considering doing a weekly or bi-weekly recap show during the season to air on Saturday’s.

Aaron Schultz (Winsted) motioned to accept the Secretaries reports from the previous two meetings as emailed, Jeff Kohls (New Germany) seconded, motion carried.

Jeff Kohls (New Germany) motioned to accept the Treasurer’s report as read/presented for the 2011 year, Dennis Zabel (St. Boni) seconded, motion carried.

There was discussion about the meeting expense from the past October meeting.  Concerns were expressed about the number of members attending from teams just for that meeting.  No motions were made however the issue would be revisited at later meetings.

Joe Kreger was present and discussed the most recent State Board meeting.  Nothing new was introduced at the state level, some of the clubs that were moved from Class “C” to Class “B” did ask for reconsideration to be moved back to “C”.  All were denied by the state board.

Old Business

Umpire Contract – The current contract with Northwest Umpires has expired, and we were presented with the new contract for 2012-13.  Secretary Kuerschner briefly went over some of the particulars of the contract.  He also informed the group that he emailed Chad Eischens our representative with the Northwest Umpires and inquired about a possible rating system to be introduced.  Chad did not respond to that email.  Secretary Kuerschner will sign and submit the contract to the Northwest Umpires.

Denis Zabel (St. Boni) motioned to accept the 2012-13 contract with the Northwest Umpires, Jeff Kohls (New Germany) seconded, motion carried.

Discussion about ejection policy, the consensus was to submit the existing policy as is but look to tweak this at the March meeting for updating prior to the beginning of the 2012 season.

There was discussion about the Bar Cards and possibly going for a longer period of time.  We are going to ask Bill Norman if he can ask the bar owners to get a tone from them about what they would be interested in.

Jeff Kohls (New Germany) motioned for league dues to be $100.00 for the 2012 season, Randy Ebert (St. Boni) seconded, motion carried.

For the March meeting we will collect the league dues ($100), Insurance premium ($300) and the Review Ads ($365).  All three items can be submitted with one check made payable to the Crow River Valley League.  The league treasurer will then disburse the funds to the Insurance Company as well as the Herald Journal for the Review Ads.

There was discussion about whether to have opening round games played at highest seeds or not.

Jeff Kohls (New Germany) motioned to have the Region 7C Tournament be at 1 or 2 sites only, Dereck Wolter (Hamburg) seconded, motion carried.

Brandon Stender (Young America) motioned to make the Region 7C Tournament an 8 team full double elimination format, Scott Wawrzyniak (Glencoe) seconded, motion carried.

Dereck Wolter (Hamburg) motioned the Region 7C potential hosts need to make their presentation as a single site, Adam Dammann (Plato) seconded, motion carried.

It was discussed that the Region Board would come up with the format and times.  They would then get that information to the potential clubs interested in hosting so they can be prepared for their presentation in March.

Aaron Schultz (Winsted) motioned that the Crow River Valley League us the Diamond D1-Pro baseball for the 2012 season, Randy Ebert (St. Boni) seconded, motion carried.  Doug Schuette will take care of the orders for the entire league, please get your orders to him ASAP so that they can be ordered and delivered by the March meeting.

Jason Kuerschner (Secretary/Treasurer) spoke about the State Boards newly re-done website and the fact that all teams in the state have free access to a team page through the states page.  He is going to put the full league schedule up on this website and asked that each club take a look at updating at the very least your scores.  The company administrator has also informed us that if teams would like to import your running stats from previous years he will work with each club on doing that, so that if you do choose to convert out of a current web hosting site you won’t loose those year by year stats when you do.

Jeff Kohls (New Germany) moved to make the fine for a second missed meeting in the same calendar year be increased from $50 to $250, Brandon Stender (Young America) seconded, motion carried.
