Meeting Minutes

All teams were represented and the meeting was called to order at 7:15

Neil Schlagel gave an abbreviated minutes report from the October Meeting and Treasurers report of $7,966.33, both reports were approved as read.

Old Business:

Northwest Umpires are looking for an Ejection Rep from the league for the managers and Northwest to report to.  However, they would prefer that Neil, although being the secretary not be this representative due to his status as an active player.  The group discussed this for a while but then decided to invite Chad Eichens to our March meeting to get his opinion on this issue and what would satisfy the Northwest Umpires Association.

Regions –

Brian Eggers voiced concern about the past years Region Tournament with some of the incidents that occurred with some of the non-Crow River teams.  In addition he brought up the idea of having pre-sale of tickets for each team to help increase the attendance.  Even with the expanded format this past year the overall attendance was down.  It was decided that this would be discussed once the Regions are awarded by the State Board after the April State meeting.

New Business:

Joe Kreger -  Went over some of the Rules Changes that will be in affect this coming season.  There will not be a sanction fee for hosting any tournaments during the season, but teams need to still send in their registration to the State Board for the official sanctioning.  The player eligibility radius is changing to 30 miles from the address of the ballpark to the address of the player.  This can be figured using the numerous websites that will use GPS coordinates.

Bill Norman -  Reminded all that the Crow River Review Ads will be due at the March meeting and changes or copy needs to be updated by that meeting.  Bar Card will be available at the March meeting as well.  The Herald Journal would like to print the league schedules that are posted at various locations.  It was decided that as long as they take care of selling the advertising for these they can take care of the printing.  The league is not concerned about selling the ad copy for these, each team will then be given 25 poster to distribute throughout their community.  Pocket schedules will be made available also this season.

Dave Sell -  Baseballs from Nickleson will run $47 per doz. this is for Diamond D1Pro.  Dave will check with Gaylord and Arlington to see what deal they may have worked out and try and piggyback off them.

Most Valuable Pitcher – Joe Kreger would like to create a traveling trophy for this award just like the League MVP trophy.  However he would like to include all past winners on the trophy, but we need help to confirm those past winners.

Insurance – Will continue with the same company.

Crow River League Ad in the State Handbook – Motion was first from Dave Sell and seconded by Nik Franck to continue the league ad in the Handbook, motion passed.

All-Star Game – Motion from Jeff Kohls and seconded by Brian Graupmann to take 2009 off, this motion was rescinded and Brian Eggers motioned with Jeff Kohls seconding to have the game set for July 10th with a south team to host, motion carried.

Schedules – Plato not sure about their “B” Schedule as they are not being greeted very warmly by the North Star teams.  If they don’t allow them to play a schedule with the North Star “B” teams Plato may need to play a full Crow River schedule, otherwise they will stay with the traditional “B” teams play everyone in the league once.  All clubs received their league schedule with confirmation of that schedule at the March Meeting.

Motion from Jeff Kohls to forego the teams paying league dues this season, seconded by Jason Kuerschner, motion carried.

Payments due at the next meeting payable to the league secretary will be $300 for insurance and $365 for the Crow River Review Ads.
