Old Business 


State Board Report –


As 2015 Acknowledgement of Constitution and MBA Handbooks were passed out, Joe Kreger (Green Isle/State Board Rep) spoke about the new High School DH rule.  He also indicated that since the last state board meeting, the High School rule changed slightly.  The state board will be meeting again in April and will make a final decision on what version of the DH rule the MBA will play under for the 2015 season.  Following that discussion the highlighted portions of the Handbook were went over for all to be aware of the changes.





Regions – Green Isle was given an opportunity to update the group on anything happening at their park.  They are planning on a grandstand extension as well as an auxiliary press box, increase the permanent seating down both foul lines, as well as some field level improvements as needed throughout the season.





Insurance – forms for claims were passed out, they were also emailed to all managers as well.  It was asked to have the forms put on the league website.  Secretary Kuerschner will work with Brad at Herald Journal.





Scheduling Committee Report – the tabled topics of Playoffs and Series play from January were discussed at a minimum.  Joe Kreger (Green Isle) Moved to keep the playoffs as is for 2015, Stephen Wiblemo (Glencoe) 2nd, motion carried.


Stephen Wiblemo (Glencoe) opened up a discussion from the last meeting about going to 3 equally sized leagues.  It was discussed in some detail and determined that the Scheduling committee with the addition of Adam Dammann and Brandon Stender (taking the place of Nik Franck, would discuss and bring some ideas/options to the Fall League meeting.
