There is also an add-on component to the MBA website for teams to voluntarily purchase for their own use.  The E-Score component can be used as a real time stat tracker during the game, cost is $9.99.

2013 Region Host:

Discussion was brought up to open up the granting of hosting the Regions through out the league regardless of the traditional North then South format.

Dereck Wolter (Hamburg) moved to vote for changing the options to a league wide bid vs. keeping it in the North this year, Adam Dammann (Plato) seconded, (Yes vote was to change, No vote was to keep it in the North).

Yes – 7

No – 8

Per results of the voting the 2013 Region will be hosted by a North team.

St. Boni expressed their interest in hosting and spoke about the possible park improvements if they were to be awarded the tournament, gates/tents/bull pens.  Items they have completed were a new outfield fence, brush removal, sprinkler system over the entire field and they would be partnering with Watertown.

Glencoe submitted their bid to host the 2013 Region Tournament, last hosted in 2009 also hosted the State Tournament in 2011, the facility is ready to go.

No other teams submitted bids, the members then voted by paper ballot.

Glencoe – 8

St. Boni – 7

Glencoe will host the 2013 Region 7C Tournament.

There was discussion about forming a committee to discuss the possibilities of handling our Region Tournament bidding similar to how the State or other Regions do.  In that they explore the possibilities and criteria to host and bid for the Region Tournament.  

Aaron Schultz (Winsted) moved to form a committee/board to discuss these scenarios and possibilities, Adam Dammann (Plato) seconded, motion carried.

The following members volunteered to be included in this committee, Dennis Zabel (St. Boni), Stephan Wiblemo (Glencoe), Tom Lemke (Brownton) and Adam Dammann (Plato), this committee would also include the Region board members of Jim Zellmann, Denis “Soup” Campbell and Gerald “Beans” Roepke.

Aaron Schultz (Winsted), moved to confirm that this will be the committee to discuss Region 7C going forward, Brandon Stender (Young America) seconded, motion carried.

Adam Dammann (Plato) moved to have the teams be able to play their final game of the regular season on any day of that final weekend including Friday night, Stephan Wiblemo (Glencoe) seconded, motions failed 8-7 paper ballot.

Aaron Schultz (Winsted) moved to have the league submit an ad in the State Tournament Program for 2013 for a $100 ¼ page ad, Tom Lemke (Brownton) seconded, motion carried.

Point of clarification the leagues insurance will run on a 7 month term and began on February 10th, 2013 and will run through September 10th, 2013.

Aaron Schultz (Winsted) moved to adjourn the meeting and finish up the league schedule immediately following, Dennis Zabel (St. Boni) seconded motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 8:25 pm.
