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Minutes from March 19th, 2012

Meeting was called to order by South President Jim Zellmann at 7:05 pm.

Everyone was instructed to pay for their baseballs with those checks going to Doug Schuette (Brownton).

Bill Norman talked about the Bar Cards, he had spoken to about 25 bars, a couple of which were definite no’s for either extending the time period or creating a second season.  7 of the bars were on the fence and leaning towards a no, the other half or so said yes they were interested.  The group discussed that maybe next year we would try something different, possibly raise price to $15 and give $5 to the bar that sold it.

The next topic of discussion was the host for the Region 7C Tournament.

Matt Breyer of Green Isle spoke on behalf of the Irish and what they could bring to the tournament.

Doug Schuette of Brownton spoke on behalf of the Bruins.

Nik Franck of Young America spoke on behalf of the Cardinals.

Hamburg chose not to speak.

The group then voted on the 4 sites, with the understanding that the top two would then be re-voted upon for the final host site.

Round one saw Young America and Green Isle receive the most votes.  With Young America then receiving the most votes in the second round, Young America will be the host of the 2012 Region 7C Tournament.

We reviewed the League playoff format and starting days, discussion also included the format for the Region tournament.

Discussion was then turned on the state rule for the College Student Rule, in relation to a Class B team.

Discussion then was to retool the league ejection rule; Aaron Schultz (Winsted) moved to have the second offense only be a 1 game suspension, Scott Wawrzyniak (Glencoe) seconded and the motion carried.  Below is now how the ejection policy is stated:

(North & South)

Ejection Policy
The first ejection of a player/manager/coach, will result in said person to be ineligible for the remainder of that game.

Following a second ejection during the season, a player/manager/coach would then be suspended from participating in the current game as well as the immediate following 1 league game, (including playoffs).  

Following a third ejection the player/manager/coach would be unable to participate for the remainder of the season, playoffs included.

All players/managers/coaches that have accumulated 2 or less ejections during the regular season will start the playoffs with a clean slate, however all circumstances listed above will be used during the league playoffs.

All ejections will be reported to the league secretary by both managers of the game.  The secretary will also receive a report from the Umpire Association.  If further action is necessary it will be dealt with by the officers of the league and the umpire association.  If no further action is necessary the incident will be recorded by the secretary and filed for that season.

Discussion then turned to the Region Etiquette, and the fact that it will be an extension of the State Policy.  Teams must enter the dugout and field of play dressed and ready to participate.  Upon completion of their game they must collect their gear in a timely manner and vacate the dugout and field of play before changing out of their uniforms.  Failure to do so will result in the loss of a game share.

With no other business to be discussed the meeting was adjourned with the understanding that the league schedule would be finalized immediately after adjournment, Nik Franck (Young America) moved to adjourn and Aaron Schultz (Winsted) seconded, motion carried, meeting adjourned at 8:35 pm.

2012 League Schedule was finalized.
