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League Meeting Minutes from

3-21-11

The meeting was called to order by Denis “Soup” Campbell at 7:25pm.

The Secretaries report was previously emailed out and motioned by Aaron Schultz (Winsted) and seconded by Tom Lemke (Brownton) to approve as emailed, motion carried.

Treasurers Report:

After the initial deposit of $1500 from Neil Schlagel to Jason Kuerschner the following expenses were incurred:

$75 to the State Handbook Ad

$68 to Herald Journal for Hot Stove edition Ad

$277.75 to Brandon Stender for the League Analyzer software (scheduling software)

$18.80 for secretary supplies

A deposit of $1038.60 from Neil for the final change over from accounts, all this results in a balance for the league of $2,099.05

Aaron Schultz (Winsted) moved and Dennis Zabel (St. Boni) seconded to accept the Treasurers report as read, motion carried.

The teams’ dues and baseballs were all collected except for New Germany as there was a pre-arranged agreement for later collection.

Bill Norman from the Herald Journal then handed out this years bar cards to the team reps as well as posters to help market those items.

Dave Style from Glencoe spoke about the State Tourney and specifically about the Ads for the program and presented the options to the clubs as well as urged all clubs to contact Glencoe or Brownton to help out with the tournament.

Region 7C host was discussed:

St. Boni withdrew their name from consideration prior to the voting.  Each of the remaining 3 teams (Winsted, Watertown and Mayer) was afforded the opportunity to give their pitch for hosting the tournament.  Following that the first vote to get down to two teams resulted in Watertown and Mayer moving on, Winsted was eliminated.  The second vote with a result of 12-2 was that Watertown will be this year’s host of the Region 7C tournament pending any drastic changes from the state board meeting in April.

State Board report:

Joe Kreger spoke about some of the items from the state meeting, namely that all players this year must be re-signed to contracts and any new players going forward must have a home address with in the 30 mile radius of the ball park.  This can be determined by using the GPS Visualizer website.  He also spoke about the new state website and that it is up and running for all teams to include their information.  He stressed that if you run into problems please use the contact link for questions.

For the League website we discussed providing roster information on the website for each team.  As all teams are required to sign all their players again, once those have come into the secretary he will then forward on at least the name of the player and they will be posted on the league website for viewing by other teams.

For the playoffs with the inclusion of Waconia to the north league and the return of Winsted, Green Isle and Plato to class “C” from class “B” the format needed to be discussed.

North Playoffs for 2011, Aaron Schultz (Winsted) moved and Dennis Zabel seconded that the #1 seed after the regular season would have a bye for the first round of the playoffs.  They would then play the lowest remaining seed after the first week of best of three series by the remaining 6 teams (2 vs. 7), (3 vs. 6) & (4 vs. 5), motion passed.

South Playoffs for 2011, Kyle Evenski (Cologne) moved and Eric Engelmann (Plato) seconded that there be no byes for the first round and it will consist of best of three series with (1 vs. 8), (2 vs. 7), (3 vs. 6) & (4 vs. 5).  Upon completion of this round the four remaining teams will play as follows, highest remaining seed to play lowest and the remaining two to play, both will play a best of three series, motion carried.

The league ejection rule was reviewed and did not change, however the contact person going forward will be the new Secretary (Jason Kuerschner).

Other business – Joe Kreger informed the group that he was no longer scheduling umpires for any non-league games this year; however his small group would still be together.  The new contact for setting up those games is Dan Ford and his contact info is as follows:
