Special Meeting Minutes
May 8th, 2013 6:00 pm

Meeting was called to order by South President Jim Zellmann at 6:05 pm.

Joe Kreger (Green Isle) moved to reinstate Mayer to the Crow River Valley North League and follow the constitution and by-laws, Jim Zellmann (Norwood) seconded, motion carried unanimously.

Carver and Mayer were then asked back into the meeting and given the results of the two motions.
