Joe Kreger gave an update from the most recent State Board Meeting.  He discussed the Heritage Player rule.  (A player may return to his original team that he signed his first contract with, one time during his baseball career regardless of his current permanent address).  The State is also strongly considering the addition of 16 teams to the Class “C” State Tournament.  This would result in 48 teams being involved in the tournament.  These additional teams would be determined based on the past 10 years of average attendance per game at the Regions.  The proposal is that 6 regions would now send 4 teams, 4 regions would send 3 teams and the 6 regions would continue to send their 2 teams.  The Tournament would then be a single elimination tournament all the way through.  Region 7 would be one of the 6 regions that would gain two more representatives in the State Tournament sending 4 teams.

The Waconia Lakers have served their one year of probation, and are eligible to become full league members.  The representatives from Waconia were given an opportunity to express their wishes/concerns and were then asked to leave for further discussion among the other members.  After the discussion commenced Jeff Kohl’s (New Germany) moved and Randy Ebert (St. Boni) seconded to accept Waconia as a full member of the Crow River Valley, Eric Englemann (Plato) moved to amend that the vote be a ballot vote, seconded by Nik Franck (Young America), motion carried.  Result of ballot vote was unanimous to approve Waconia as a full member of the Crow River Valley League.

New Business:

The structure of our league was briefly discussed, Aaron Schultz (Winsted) moved to table this discussion until after the next State Board Meeting (11-19-11), Jeff Kohl’s (New Germany) seconded, motion carried.

The League Scheduling Committee was then set up to also brain storm possible alignments with the possibility of the State Board passing what has been proposed with the new Class “C” State Tournament.  The Committee will include:

Election of Officers:

Tom Lemke (Brownton) – moved to have the league send a letter to the state board that we are in favor of adding a class in between the current Class “B” and Class “C”, Nik Franck (Young America) seconded.  After a lengthy discussion the motion passed by count of hands 8 yeas to 5 nays with 2 abstaining.  Secretary Kuerschner will work with Tom Lemke on drafting a letter to send to the state board.

The Plato Blue Jays announced that Adam Dammann will be the new manger for the 2012 season.

The Mayer Blazers announced that Joe Berrios will be the new manager for the 2012 season.

The Glencoe Brewers announced that Nate Gorr is resigning as manager and Scott Wawrzyniak is the potential new manager, pending there next club meeting.

The next meeting will be November 21st, 2011, 7:00 pm at Dubb’s in Glencoe.

Mike Bullis (Waconia) moved to adjourn the meeting, Eric Engelmann (Plato) seconded – motion carried, 9:17 pm.
