State Board Meeting Recap from 10-19-13.  President Zellmann spoke on some of the main points from the meeting, there was a lot of State Tourney discussion in the way that they are more then likely looking to keep the “C” format the same.  There was some discussion regarding the drafting, no definite decision either way.  Discussion about the class “B” super-sections.  The attendance has dropped drastically over the past year, they will visit this throughout the winter months and look to address it for next year.  The 3 board members that were up for re-election were voted back in for another 3 year term.

Joe Kreger then spoke about a fund raising opportunity for all teams to use through the MBA.  I-Text is a company that will profile cell phone users that will receive no more than 3 texts a day with business information/offers.  There is no obligation for the cell phone user to buy anything.  However, the club that the cell phone number is linked with will receive a commission for that number.  The cell phone users have the option to cancel this service at anytime with a simple response text.  Per Joe the numbers work out to about $2800 in yearly revenue for every 100 cell phone numbers linked to your club.  These revenues are deposited directly into your organizations checking account with nothing else for your club to do other than collect and sign up cell phone numbers.  Joe passed out a short form for signing up and has more information upon request.

Secretary Kuerschner went over the past years ejections, there were 9 total ejections during the season, 7 of which happened in the month of July.  Three of these ejections required additional League Officer action along with the Northwest Umpire liaison Chad Eischens.  Secretary Kuerschner explained the three incidents and what the Officers did in response to those.  Those reports are attached with these minutes, for further explanation.

The Region 7C Committee that was previously set up at the March meeting presented their plan for moving forward with the host sites in the future.  This plan was read by Secretary Kuerschner and is also included as an attachment to these minutes.  There was some discussion for clarification of some points.  One item was brought up by the group regarding the cost of the lights for Regions games, should it be paid by the Region or paid by the host site, this past year we had 7 games that were played with lights.

Doug Schuette (Brownton) moved to leave the light fee to be paid by the Region back to the host site, Matt Godel (Glencoe) seconded motion, carried 8-7 by show of hands.

New Business
South President – (Jim Zellmann) officer is up for election, Brandon Stender moved for a white ballot, Dustin Brockoff (Carver) seconded, motion carried Jim Zellmann will be the South President for the next 2 year term.

Vice President – (Neil Schlagel) officer is up for election.  Secretary Kuerschner spoke on behalf of Neil Schlagel, as he was unable to attend, that he would be willing to hold the office but would not be heart broken to have someone else take over the position.

Doug Schuette (Brownton) nominated Tom Lemke for the VP office, Aaron Schultz (Winsted) nominated Neil Schlagel.

Joe Kreger (Green Isle) moved to close nominations, Brandon Stender (Young America) seconded, motion carried.

By ballot vote Tom Lemke won the office of Vice President with a vote of 8-7.

Northwest Umpires contract is up for renewal for the next 2 year period.  Secretary Kuerschner relayed information from Chad Eischens that the new contract going forward would have a price freeze and match 2013 costs for both 2014 & 2015.

Aaron Schultz (Winsted) moved to keep Northwest Umpires for our league games, Steve Mielke (New Germany) seconded, there was discussion about a rating system.  We did have one many years ago but it fell by the way side.  It was suggested that managers keep in contact with Chad Eischens with good and bad information on umpires, motion carried.

Agenda item about Constitution/By-Laws and Protests/Forfeitures was table for discussion at the next meeting.

There was discussion about the special meetings that were held this past year and the lack of 100% attendance.  This past year we did not invoke any fines for non-attendance but should we going forward?  Randy Ebert (St Boni) moved to charge $25 for lack of attendance at a special meeting called with under a weeks notice, Brandon Stender (Young America) seconded, motion carried.

There was mention for the I-Text again to watch the state website for further/upcoming information.
