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November 21st, 2011 Meeting Minutes

Meeting called to order by Denis “Soup” Campbell at 7:04pm.

Joe Kreger gave a report on what happened at the state board meeting on Nov. 19th.  

11 Class “C” teams were moved up to Class “B” to bring the total for “B” to 42 teams for 2012.  In addition 16 teams were added to the State Tourney for Class “C”.  The result of this is that Region 7C will send 4 teams to the state tournament.  In addition for Class “C” the draft will return to 3 players being drafted, however only pitchers can be drafted and they can not bat.  It is up to the Regions to determine at what point in the playoffs they want to draft, all players from all teams in the region will be eligible to be drafted even if their team did not advance to the region tournament.  The state tournament format will be a straight single elimination tournament with all the #1 seeds being awarded a first weekend bye, and all games this year will be scheduled at Putz and Faber fields in St. Cloud.

Jeff Kohls (New Germany) moved and Eric Engelmann (Plato) seconded to keep the North and South Leagues as is, motion carried.

From the committee that met on Nov. 7th, Jason Kuerschner (Secretary) read through their recommendation.  If Region 7C is awarded 4 state tournament participants, the Region 7C tournament would be an 8 team regional over two weekends with the understanding that night games would be needed and this would be a double elimination format.

Eric Engelmann (Plato) moved for the Region 7C tournament to be 8 teams, 4 from the North and 4 from the South, Tom Lemke (Brownton) seconded, motion carried.

Matt Breyer (Green Isle), moved for a one week series playoff for the South, with the winners being seeded according to their regular season finish for region seeding, Nate Dammann (Plato) seconded, motion carried.

Aaron Schultz (Winsted), moved for a one week series playoff for the North with the #1 seed receiving a bye, then the winners to be seeded according to their regular season finish for regions, Scott Wawrzyniak (Glencoe) seconded, motion carried.

Jeff Kohls (New Germany), moved for 1 drafted player after the league playoff and 2 drafted players after regions, Dennis Zabell (St. Boni) seconded, motion carried.

Aaron Schultz (Winsted), moved to have an ad in the State Handbook for 2012, Tom Lemke (Brownton) seconded, motion carried.

Matt Breyer (Green Isle), moved to have an optional start date to league play for 2012 of 4-22 but not before, this is up to the individual teams to decide.  Aaron Schultz (Winsted) seconded, motion carried.  (The actual scheduled start date will be 4-29-12).  

It was also suggested that all teams get in any special dates to the scheduling committee prior to January 1st, 2012 so that the league schedule can be generated prior to the January meeting.  (The two main contacts are Jason Kuerschner and Brandon Stender).

Jeff Kohls (New Germany) moved for a 2 site region tournament, this motion did not receive a second and was therefore not voted upon.

Brandon Stender (Young America), moved to have the 2012 Region 7C hosted in the Crow River Valley South League, Jeff Kohls (New Germany) seconded, motion carried.

Next meeting will be January 16th, 2012, 7:00 pm at Dubb’s in Glencoe.

Dave Sell (Glencoe) moved to adjourn the meeting, Mike Bullis (Waconia) seconded, motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 8:15 pm.
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
